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INTRODUCTION

Wild Library is a program created to provide opportunity for children in rural areas a chance to
read books about wildlife, animals, environments and biology. This program focus on
educating children living near National Parks and Nature Reserves in Vietnam.

Aims

* Providing information on national and global conservation issues in order to increase
awareness of the importance of local conservation, particularly among communities
neighbouring (or sharing resources with) threatened species;

* Educate young Vietnamese about wildlife and the nature surrounding them, what they
should (and should not do) to protect a healthy living environment;

* Empowering local communities to manage their own Wild Library;

Long term goals:

* Built up future conservation capacity by giving children information and knowledge about
wildlife conservation in Vietnam;

* Giving training to local teachers on several education activities related to conservation at
each schools/communities;

* Liking wild population increase and/or decrease in amount of snare traps/hunting in the
area with Wild Library

Currently, this program is 100% funded by royalties from the book “Tr& V& Noi Hoang D3” —
“Back to the wilderness”, written by WildAct’s founder Trang Nguyen, published by Nha Nam
Publisher.




1. WILD LIBRARY AT DUO'NG LIEU VILLAGE

WildAct collaborate with Thu Vién Dwong Liéu to create a bookshelf on wild plants and animals, environments,
and natural worlds. It is hope to increase awareness on children in the village on environmental issues and

wildlife conservation.

The event was carried out on the 5t August 2018 with 32 children participated.

2. DUONG LIEU COMMITMENT

Duong Lieu village committed to manage books provided by WildAct in an efficiency and effectively manner, in
which all children will have access to the books, not restricted in Duong Lieu village but children from the district

can also borrow the book.

3. ACTIVITIES AT THE EVENT

3.1 Introduction on wildlife conservation as a career

Children at Duong Lieu village explore different careers related to protecting and conserving nature, wildlife and
environment. From researching animal behaviours, their habitats, to studying the negative impact of plastic
pollution to marines and terrestrials live, the important of education in conservation and awareness raising to
tackle environment and conservation issues.

The aims of this activity is to introduce different careers to children and wider their horizon on what they could
do when grow up, instead of the “traditional pathway” such as doctors, teachers ect. Not only this activity
providing information and suggestion for children on their career, it also suggests activities that they could do as

children to protect their living environments.

3.2. Discussion on environmental issues and solutions

Children speak out on environmental problem in the village and their ideas to solve these problems.

3.3 Painting and drawing competition

Children choose to either participating in drawing or painting competition. The design for painting competition
was created by WildAct’s artists, with focus on endangered species of Vietnam. The drawing competition based
on the Rhino Art project, where a rhino were printed at the middle of a blank paper and children can use their
imagination to draw and write their own messages.

3.4. Quiz
Fun quiz about wildlife based on “101 things | want to know about wild animals” book. Quiz section was carried

out while judging panel marking painting and drawing. Children who answer correctly received a tote bag from

WildAct as small prizes.

4. RESULTS

16 children chose to draw and 16 children chose to paint. Judging panel includes: 1 WildAct staff, 1 Dwong Liéu
library staff and 1 village teacher. 3 children with best painting pictures and 3 children with best drawing pictures
were chosen.

* Astory telling competition for children at Duong Lieu village will be created by April 2019.
